Getting in early

What we can do

The mizin reasons for absence are:

Sickness —There are always times when
students need to miss school, such as
when they're ill. It's vital that they're
anly sway on the days they are
ganuinely sick, and setting good sleep
patterns, eating well and exercising
regularly can make a big difference.

It's wvital thet holidsys are planned
during school holidays where possible,
and not during the term if it can be

Day off' — Think twice before letting
your child have a “day off” as they could
fall behind their clazsmates — every day
cournts.

Truancy — This is when students choose
not to go to school without their
parent's permission. There can b= many
rezsons for truancy. The best way to
sddress this is for schools and parents
to work together.

If far any reason your child must miss
schiool, there are things vou can do with
your school to ensure they don't fall
behind:

Spesk with vour clazsroom teacher and
find out what work your child needs to
do to keep up.

Develop an absence learning plan with
your tescher and ensure your child
completes the plan.

Remember, every day counts. If your
child must miss school, speak with your
classroom teacher as early as possible.

Openly  communicating  with  your
child's school zbout all absences is a
good way to prevent attendance issues
being ezcalated to = School Attendance
Cficer.
